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 5TH ANNUAL PENNSYLVANIA RALLY  

 IN SUPPORT OF THE RIGHT TO BEAR ARMS

     On April 27, 2010, approximately 700 gun owners from all across Pennsylvania 

sacrificed their time to descend on Harrisburg with a clear message that gunowners 

in this state have had enough.  We will not tolerate being sacrificial lambs on the 

altar of political correctness! 

     While there were many featured speakers, the most compelling and heart 

wrenching presentation was made by Suzanna Gratia Hupp! Suzanna captivated 

everyone, legislator and gunowner alike, with her story of how government regula-

tions and laws led directly to the execution style murder of her parents in 1991 in 

Luby's cafeteria. It was readily apparent that while many had heard her sad story, 

no one listening to her compelling presentation could escape the reality of what 

happened that day.  The murders could have been stopped if not for ill conceived 

laws and the prejudice and misinformation over gun ownership! Grown men could 

be seen with tears in their eyes and streaming down their cheeks as emotion over-

whelmed them. 

     This is the human cost of gun control and make no mistake it has cost Pennsylvania dearly. The legislators in attendance, over 

one half of the Pennsylvania House of Representatives, were just as captivated, and as appalled, as the average gun owner. 

Lobbying effort   The most important part of these Pennsylvania gun rights rallies is what occurs after the rally.  This is where we 

show gunowners the methods we use to interact with legislators effectively. In the last five years we have slowly built up a core group 

of individuals who are willing to act as team leaders to help gunowners at these rallies in presenting issues of importance to all of us. 

Whether it is corrections to the current law on transportation of firearms (House Bill 750) or in demonstrating the efficacy of self-

defense (House Bill 40 and House Bill 2049) or in facing off against local communities who flaunt the Pennsylvania preemption law 

(House Bill 1541), these rallies are a vital step in the education of not only legislators but also gunowners as to the importance of 

these measures. We also show gunowners and legislators why the concepts such as mandatory reporting of lost or stolen firearms, gun 

bans, limitations to preemption as advanced by groups such as Cease-Fire PA are not only unworkable but will lead to more tragedies 

just like the one described by Suzanna Gratia Hupp. 

History   For too long gunowners in Pennsylvania have been silent on not only these issues but also with legislators! Day in and day 

out the anti-gun groups and their representatives scurry through the halls of Harrisburg attempting to sway legislators as to the 

"reasonableness" of gun control. All one has to do is take a look at the state publication "Laws Relating to Guns" to see just exactly 

how many laws now exist that are being disregarded by the courts. 

     The purpose of these rallies is multifaceted, including the need to educate not only legislators but also gunowners as to how our 

freedoms are being eroded and what it takes to restore them. A side benefit of these rallies is that gunowners get to see that there are 

good legislators who are fighting for them in many hidden battles! 

Media  Perhaps the greatest (backhanded) compliment to gunowners is the lengths to which many in the media will go to either 

forego, and suppress, any mention whatsoever of our rallies or even to outright lie about how many participated and how determined 

we are to preserve and protect this most precious freedom. As an example, a Philadelphia radio station, KYW, ran an article that inti-

mated that only dozens of gunowners showed up and then proceeded to give more space to the anti-gun groups to comment on the 

rally and their agenda. This is naked and blatant prejudice against law-abiding citizens in Pennsylvania and shows the lengths to 

which some in the media will go to promote the anti-gun agenda. This is also why we have our own measures in place such as hand-

ing out badges to everyone that comes to the rally so that we can have a count on attendance. 

     An additional article in the Capitol wire news service allowed the anti-gun groups to have one fifth of the article devoted towards 

their response and their agenda. This is not only outrageous but is also blatantly partial in that we do not receive the same accommo-

dations whenever there is an event that they participate or organize. 

Gunowner and legislator comments from the rally: 

Suzanna Gratia Hupp found herself "mad as hell" at the Texas Legislature for making it illegal to carry a handgun. Her gun was 

"100 yards away," locked in her car as then required by law and totally useless, when George Jo Hennard moved through the cafeteria

JUNIOR 3-POSITION SMALLBORE RIFLE SUMMER CAMP

     The Pennsylvania Rifle & Pistol Association, the National Rifle Association, and the NRA Foundation will again sponsor a summer camp 

for junior shooters.  This camp has been a fixture of summer smallbore activity in Pennsylvania for over 20 years.   Currently it is held at Indi-

ana, PA, using the facilities at Indiana University of PA for dining and housing with rifle range facilities located at the Clymer Rifle Club.  

     This yearôs camp is scheduled for 15-19 June 2010.  The camp is intended for intermediate level junior shooters who have beginning ex-

perience at programs such as NRA Junior club programs, 4-H shooting programs, high school programs, or other organized basic marksman-

ship programs.  All shooting is with .22 cal target rifles on the indoor 50ô range.  Complementing the actual shooting activities, instructors 

will cover a variety of subjects related to smallbore competition.  Instructor to pupil ratio is approximately 1 instructor for every 2 juniors.  A 

number of competition matches are included during the camp.  The goal of the camp is to expand and advance the shooting levels of atten-

dees.  The camp encourages competition at the next higher levels that are available to junior shooters. 

     Camp registration fee is $185, which includes ammunition, targets, dormitory rooms, and meals.   Interested junior shooters should contact 

the Camp Director for applications.  The capacity of the camp is twenty juniors.  Early registration is encouraged.  Registration fees will be 

required when completed camp applications are returned to Camp Director.  Application deadline for submission of completed applications, 

with fees, is April 30.

Rep. Daryl Metcalfe said Ms. Huppôs story "illustrates when the government restricts the right to bear arms, law-abiding citizens lose and 

criminals win," said state Rep. Daryl Metcalfe, R-Cranberry.  Metcalfe said his bill, H.B.1541, would require towns in which gun ordinances 

are overturned to reimburse plaintiffs for "actual damages, reasonable attorney fees and other legal costs." 

Rep. Bill Kortz , D-Allegheny, told the crowd ñwe must defendò the right to bear arms.  

ñLet me warn you there are those that are bound and determined to do whatever is necessary to undermine our right to own and bear arms,ò he 

said. ñThereôs a group running around the state é thatôs pushing local municipalities to pass a local ordinance on gun control, a clear viola-

tion of the law.ò  

Rep. Scott Perry, R-York, spoke about House Bill 40, which he sponsored. The bill expands the stateôs ñCastle Doctrine,ò which allows gun 

owners to use deadly force in their homes against criminals.  ñThe U.S. Constitution is clear about the second amendment,ò Perry said. ñIf itôs 

not clear enough é the Pennsylvania Constitution is even more clear that the right of the citizens to bear arms in defense of themselves in the 

state shall not be questioned.ò 

ñI choose not to be a victim,ò said Karl Miller , a 60-year-old Mechanicsburg resident and former Marine who fought in the Vietnam War. 

ñNobody has the right to take my life unless I commit a crime so heinous that it would require a jury of my peers [to determine] that my life 

be forfeited.ò  

Conclusion  We have fought tooth and nail for the last decade against gun control in many guises and variations whether it be the blatant 

Committee of the Whole in 2006 or the various committees that promote unreasonable and unconstitutional restrictions, the ultimate purpose 

of which is to further minimize and restrict citizens rights. Let's not forget that when legislators and anti-gun groups say that more gun control 

is needed, what they are actually saying is that every law currently in effect has failed to stop criminals and yet they never advocate repealing 

any of these laws that are ineffective, they only want more! Make no mistake about it, their goal is to ótakeô more of your freedoms.  These 

rallies are held for YOU to express your dissatisfaction with this approach! It is up to each one of us to consider the importance of joining this 

fight before it is too late!
